Deadline information must be emailed the preceding Monday in 

order to be published in  the following weekend’s bulletin. 

 

It is the Scranton Diocese policy to report any allegation of sexual abuse of a 

minor to law enforcement. If you are a victim of abuse committed by a priest, 
deacon, religious or lay employee or volunteer, you are encouraged to 

immediately report the matter to law enforcement.

0313 or electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis.  It is also our policy 

to adhere to all civil and state regulations. We are equally committed to the 
norms of the Code of Canon Law upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter 

for the Protection of Children and Young People, which includes supporting 

victims of abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual well-being.
